2020 VOTING RECORD

Hundreds of bills are introduced each legislative session with a large percentage devoted to health care issues. The decisions legislators make
relating to these issues have a significant impact on the practice of medicine. As the only statewide association that represents all physicians and
patients before the Kentucky General Assembly, the Kentucky Medical Association (KMA) maintains a strong physical presence in Frankfort each

year, and is dedicated to advocating on behalf of its membership in order to protect the practice of medicine in Kentucky and to ensure patients
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In an effort to keep members informed, KMA is supplying members a legislative voting record that was compiled from the 2020 Regular Session. The voting record indicates how members of the General
Assembly voted on bills designated as key pieces of legislation by KMA. While the General Assembly addressed a myriad of healthcare-related issues during the most recent session, the voting record only
includes legislative items that received a floor vote by the House and/or Senate. Additionally, please note that the original language of a bill is typically amended during the legislative process and may have

various iterations. Therefore, the bills included in the voting record are based on their final form.

Senate Bill 56: Tobacco 21 (KMA PRIORITY)
KMA SUPPORTS
PASSED

+ Ensures Kentucky complies with the recently enacted federal minimum legal sale age for all
tobacco products and eliminate purchase, use, and possession penalties for youth up to age 21.

House Bill 351: E-Cigarette Tax (KMA PRIORITY)
KMA SUPPORTS
PASSED

+ Taxes e-cigarette products at $1.50 per pod on closed systems (e.g. Juul reusable devices or
Puff Bar disposable devices) and 15 percent of the wholesale price on open systems, which
allow users to refill the device with bottled liquid. Tax goes into effect August 1.

Senate Bill 178: Deceptive Advertising (KMA PRIORITY)
KMA SUPPORTS
DID NOT PASS

+ Regulates drug injury advertisements by requiring appropriate disclosures and prohibiting
misleading information.

House Bill 135: PA CS Prescriptive Authority
KMA NO POSITION
PASSED

+ Allows physician assistants (PAs) ability to prescribe Schedule Il through V controlled substanc-
es if PAs meet certain requirements, abide by enhanced restrictions, and obtain approval from
supervising physician and the Kentucky Board of Medical Licensure.

Senate Bill 150: COVID-19 Response
KMA SUPPORTS
PASSED

+ Codifies portions of Governor Beshear’s emergency orders in response to COVID-19 pandemic
and provides limited legal liability protections for health care workers and PPE manufacturers.

House Bill 153: Mental Health First Aid Training
KMA SUPPORTS
PASSED

+ Establishes a statewide Mental Health First Aid Training Program that offers the public, includ-
ing educators, health care practitioners, law enforcement, and faith leaders, evidence-based
mental health training to use when they encounter someone with a mental health or substance
use disorder or someone experiencing a mental health or substance use crisis.

House Bill 46: Organ Donation
KMA SUPPORTS
PASSED
+ Allows full-time state employees a paid leave of absence of 240 hours for donating a human
organ and 40 hours for donating bone marrow.

House Concurrent Resolution 5: Marijuana Research
KMA SUPPORTS
PASSED

+ Urges federal policymakers to “expedite research on the safety and effectiveness of the use of
marijuana for certain health purposes.”

House Bill 136: Marijuana

+ Legalizes marijuana for therapeutic purposes.
